Northumberland Local Plan - Spring 2018 Consultation

Northumberland County Council is preparing a new county-wide Local Plan. The new full Local
Plan wili set out both strategic and detailed policies (including site allocations) which will guide
future growth and development across the County up to 2036. The timetable for the preparation of
the Plan is set out in the published Local Development Scheme. Consultation on a draft Local Plan

will take place later in summer 2018.

To inform the draft Local Plan, the Council is inviting views on your preferred locations for housing
and employment development and the key planning issues that the Local Plan should consider.
At this stage, we are not seeking views on matters of detail such as the exact boundary of a
development site or the detailed wording of a policy but high level views on the strategic location

of development.

The consultation is taking the form of an online spatial survey, using an interactive map, where
you are asked to mark on it where you feel the most appropriate places for housing and
employment development should go. You can access the Online Spatial Survey via
http://bit.ly/NCC-LP-Spatial-Survey. Paper copies of the spatial survey are also available from
libraries and customer information centres, however the Council would recommend and
encourage you to use the Online Spatial Survey to submit your comments.

The consultation will run from Wednesday 28 March to 5pm on Wednesday 2 May 2018.

Following the consultation, the Council will consider and review all of the information received,
which will be used to inform the preparation of the forthcoming draft Local Plan. As stated above,
public consultation on the draft Local Plan will take place later in summer 2018.

You have received this letter as your details are held on our consultation database as you have
either previously submitted comments during a local plan consultation, expressed an interest in
receiving information regarding future consultations, or you are a statutory consultee. We will
contact everyone on our database again with details of future consultations and updates of the
progress of the Northumberland Local Plan. We will not pass on your personal details to any third
